Curling By-Laws (2011)
Article 1: Rules:

1. The SCAC curling convenor shall set up a zone play-down each year in accordance with the by-laws to determine a girls champion and a boy’s champion.

2. The league shall be a single round robin or in the case of a small draw it will be a double round robin. In the event of a large draw teams will not play all of the other teams but we will try to maintain a minimum of six league games per team before playoffs.
3. The C.C.A. rules will be followed with the following to be of special note:

a) The 4-rock free guard rule is in effect. Note that a team may remove their own rock in the free guard zone but not the opposition’s.

b) Twice during a game, the coach may call a one-minute time out. This includes extra ends. There is to be no coaching from behind the glass.
c) One point on the board should be awarded for each 10 minutes a team is late for a game with the game being forfeited after 40 minutes.

4. A defaulting team shall assume a loss unless they arrange to play the opposing team at another time that is mutually decided upon. If a team must default they are required to notify the opposing team 24 hours in advance.
5. All games are played at the St. Vital Curling Club located at 286 Regal Ave.

6. The following point system will be in place to determine standings for playoffs.

2 points = win





1 point = tie

0 point = loss

In the event of a tie points for and against will be used to determine playoff positions.
In the event that teams that are tied have not played all of the same teams points for and against involving common opponents will be used to determine playoff positions
7.  Schools that commit to the SCAC curling league and pull out once the schedule is    
set, will be required to reimburse the SCAC  that portion of ice time which is  prepaid by our zone.
8. Uniform Rule 

· Style and colour of uniform must be consistent throughout the team. 
· Jeans cannot be worn.

· Uniform must also be representative of their school. 
· Curlers and coaches will not be allowed to wear headwear during competition.
· Competitors and coaches must have appropriate/clean footwear.
· If a team does not have appropriate uniforms they will default the game.
Article II: Eligibility
1. Players must meet the eligibility rules set by the MHSAA

2. A registered team shall consist of four (4) players. 

3. One additional player may be registered as a substitute.

4. In the event that a regular player of the rink is absent through illness or injury, only the designated substitute will be allowed as a replacement providing the substitute was registered at the same time as other team members.

5. A team may compete with three players, but a team with less than three players shall forfeit the game.
Article III:  Schedules

1. A school must declare their team entries to the curling convenor by stated deadline (as set by the convenor).
2. Games will begin by 4:30 and shall be 8 ends or until 6:15, which ever comes first. Once the bell sounds, curlers will finish the end in progress and one additional end. 
3. The team listed first on the schedule is the home team and will have last rock in the first end.

4. It is the responsibility of the winning team to send scores in to the convenor by phone or e-mail as soon as possible.

5. Provisions will be made to try and ensure that the finals will not be cut short by time limit.
6. Playoffs will take place following the round robin play. The number of teams entered in S.C.A.C will determine the playoff format. * Please note, not all teams will make the playoffs. 
Article IV: Awards.

1. A Championship banner will be presented to the winning school in each classification.

2. Final standing ribbons will be given to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place teams.
3. Championship patches will be given to the winning school in each classification.
